If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its
subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery
of the goods and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly
notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration
and its cause(s). As soon as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s
notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his
discretion extend the supplier’s time for performance, with or without
the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified
by the parties by amendment of contract.

No provision in a contract shall be deemed to prohibit the obtaining of
supplies or services from a national department, provincial department,
or a local authority.

The right is reserved to procure outside of the contract small quantities
or to have minor essential services executed if an emergency arises,
the supplier’s point of supply is not situated at or near the place where
the supplies are required, or the supplier's services are not readily
available.

Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in
the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier
liable to the impaosition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless
an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2
without the application of penalties.

Upon any delay beyond the delivery period in the case of a supplies

The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of
contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, may terminate
this contract in whole or in part:

If a purchaser intends imposing a restriction on a supplier or any
person associated with the supplier, the supplier will be allowed a time
period of not more than fourteen (14) days to provide reasons why the
envisaged restriction should not be imposed.

The National Treasury is empowered
to determine the period of restriction and each case will be dealt with on
its own merits. According to section 32 of the Act the Register must be
open to the public. The Register can be perused on the National
Treasury website.
